ACCIDENT BACKS UP TRAFFIC — Yesterday at 5:45pm Plattsmouth EMS 
and fire were paged to southbound Highway 75 at the Bay Road off ramp 
for a two vehicle accident. The off ramp was closed for approximately an 
hour. Radio reports indicated southbound traffic was backed up almost to 
the Platte River. One female patient was transported to a hospital in 
Omaha. Plattsmouth Police and Cass County Emergency Management 
assisted. 
 
TRAFFIC STOP LEADS TO ARREST — A Cass County Deputy pulled over a 
dark colored Chevrolet Suburban shortly before 2am on Highway 75 near 
Club View. A 42-year-old man from Peru, Nebraska was taken into 
custody for alleged possession of amphetamine, possession of narcotic 
equipment, and DUI drugs. 
 
MONTHLY ECONOMIC REPORTS – The retail sales tax reports showed a 
general decline and so did vehicle purchase totals. 
 In comparing January of 2024 to January of 2023, the Nebraska 
Department of Revenue’s Net Taxable Sales Report shows Cass County 
with a 12.8% decrease to $9,912,671. In Plattsmouth, January sales 
were down 10% to $5,574,029.  
 (In the December 2023 report, Cass County sales were down 6.7% and 
Plattsmouth sales were down 10.7%.)  
 Statewide, January 2024 sales were down 4.1% from the same month 
of the previous year. 
 The January comparison for neighboring counties: Otoe -6.7%, 
Lancaster -4.3%, Saunders -2.6%, Sarpy -10%. 
 Nearby cities: Ashland -6.9%%, Bellevue -0.8%, Nebraska City -4.4%, 
Papillion -20.9%, Springfield +28.5%, Syracuse -16.7% and Waverly +4.5%.  
 ---The NDR’s Net Taxable Motor Vehicle Sales Tax Collections Report 
said the 5.5% sales tax total in Cass County went from $442,374 in 
January 2023 down to $379,034 in January 2024. The net taxable 
amount subject to sales tax collection in Cass this past January: 
$6,892,344 down 14.4%. 
 Statewide the net taxable motor vehicle sales total was up 2.6% 
compared to a year ago.  
 (The motor vehicle sales tax is paid in the county where the vehicle is 
registered, it may not have been bought in the county.)
