DETAILS RELEASED REGARDING AN ACCIDENT that occurred Monday 
night near Beaver Lake - According to Cass County Sheriff Robert 
Sorenson, a white Chevrolet Malibu driven by 49-year-old Johnny Perkins 
of Garland, TX was westbound on Rock Bluff Road when it failed to yield 
the right of way at the intersection of Highway 75. This resulted in a 
collision with a northbound silver Ford Fusion driven by 27-year-old 
Jaime Ibarra of Omaha.
